Mandalay will form an extension to Lithgow
Street and sit on the boundary of Patterson Road
in Beveridge, and is easily accessible from the
Hume Highway.

Mayor Bill Melbourne spoke of the council’s
support for the project last week by turning the
first sod with a golden shovel and reinforcing the
value of encouraging urban development
throughout the shire.

“Mandalay will eventually bring somewhere in
the vicinity of 6000 people to Beveridge. That,

smooth process in getting to this point,” Mr
Binedell said.

“With works now well underway we will
quickly see this once sleepy town come alive with
activity and develop into a wonderful place to
live and grow.”
